Did you know that no study has been done of the actual carbon foot print has been done for this project, as it seems that no such study was required by MOE in order to receive authorization for this project to proceed?

Did you know that the MOE’s own publications on the subject of Biogas repeatedly make the point that anaerobic digestion plants are best suited to small on-farm installations. This is corroborated by virtually all the reliable sources of information on the process that you will read?

Did you know that where large installations have been implemented, they are always in places where large quantities of feeder stock is available without large transportation inputs?  Did you know that the preferred transportation mode is rail to minimize residual carbon costs.

Do you think that it is fair that after so many years of struggle with concerns about chemical pollution of all sorts the citizens of Elmira should be saddled with another ill conceived chemical plant?
Is it fair that Elmira should be saddled with the garbage problems of cities such as Toronto?

Will the tax revenues generated by the proposed Bio-en plant cover the cost of additional damage to the Elmira road infrastructure used by these enormous vehicles?
